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With the growth of  under  18 year  s tudent  enrolments  i t  has  been necessary to  

consider  the way Student  Development  Internat ional  at  UNSW  provides  services  

to  the  cohort .  Increasing numbers  have meant  that  changes have had to  be made  

to  the processes  and  procedures  of  approving care and welfare arrangements  and 

the ongoing monitor ing of  s tu dents .  Al l  changes that  have been made have also 

had to  involve considerat ion of  both  the s tudent  experience and meet ing ESOS 

requirements .  

Areas  covered in  the works hop wil l  include working with a diverse group of  

s tudents  coming from both onshore and off shore Universi ty preparat ion 

programs as  wel l  as  local  and overseas  h igh schools ,  the role  of  s tudent  

advis ing in  the monitoring of  welfare and accommodat ion ar rangements  and 

meet ing legis lat ive requirements  under the Nat ional  Code .  

The workshop wil l  inclu de discussion of  ex is t ing processes  and procedures  at  

UNSW as wel l  as  considerat ion of  the di fferent  cohorts  with  their  varying 

backgrounds.  There wil l  be a focus on the pract ical  issues  of  deal ing with the 

increasing numbers  of  s tudents  coming f rom off  sh ore with no prior  Austral ian 

experience .  

There wil l  be the opportuni ty for  discussion with other  Advisers  and a sharing 

of  procedures  and processes  that  have worked to enhance the experience of  the 

under 18 year  s tudents  at  other  Austral ian and New Zealand  Universi t ies .
