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In July 2010 St Philip’s Christian £/ ‘;-_?" > 3
College Port Stephens took 10 Y
students & 2 staff, 1 parent to
Yugawara, Japan and homestayed
with families for 13 days, attending
the local high school and
experiencing cultural attractions.
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From the commitment to this
relationship the college has
established a solid partnership with
the local high school in Japan to
encourage short term study visit and
the further recruitment for longer
term study.
